third time, saying the same thing.

Then he returned to the disciples and said to them,
CONGREGATION: “Are youstill sleeping and resting? Look, the hour is near,
and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. Rise, let us go. Here
comes my belrayer!” | ,
LEADER: Now Judas, who betrayed him, knew the place, because Jesus had



often met there with his disciples. YWhile he was still speaking, Judas, one of the
Twelve, arrived. With him was a large crowd armed wilth swords and clubs, sent
from the chief priests and the elders of the people. Now the betrayer had
arranged a signal with them:

MEN: “The one I kiss is the man; arrest him.”

LEADER: Going at once to Jesus, Judas said, “Greelings,

Rabbi!” and kissed him.
